Board Meeting Minutes

January 17, 2007

Call to order:


Tim Bartels, President, called the meeting to order at 4:00 pm.

Board members present:

Secretary’s Report:


The minutes of November 29th, 2006 meeting were read and approved from a motion made by Tim Bartels and seconded by Tammy Simonton.

Treasurer’s Report:


Mark reported that we still have some outstanding program fees that Mike is sending statements on.  We were a little over on expenses for the November meeting, partly because we did have a sponsor for the bar of the social event but since our turnout was above average so was our expenses, therefore the chapter split the expense.  The scholarship money has not been distributed yet but should be this month.  Mike has set it up so that the chapter can now accept credit cards for payments of the meetings through the Quick Books program we are using.  The payment options will appear on the next registration for the meeting in March.  Mark is currently able to receive the bank statements online for viewing.  A motion was made to accept the treasurer’s report by Vera Davenport and seconded by Carmen Trump.

Committee Reports:


Program Committee:  Vera reported we have 45 attendees scheduled for the January 18th, 2007 meeting.  It was discussed that we may try and change this yearly meeting time to early February instead of January.  It consistently seems to have a lower attendance and we do not know if that is because it is right after Christmas and people don’t want to be out of the office that soon or that organizations are trying to get end of the year items finished also.  We are moving the August 2007 meeting to the Four Points this year and Tim has checked the Cardinal schedule for the social event.  They are in town for the dates that are tentatively scheduled with the Four Points so we may do that as our social gathering the Thursday before.  


Membership Committee:  Wayne sent the report via e-mail to all board members; we have one new member.  Currently we are at 193 members – last year we were at 194 so we are staying steady.  


Sponsorship Committee:  Tim reported that for the meeting tomorrow we have two sponsors – Nebo and Reimbursement Specialist.  

Old Business:


Tim discussed the Yerger awards and asked for ideas that we could submit.  One brought up was the fact that we accept credit cards now on our registrations, however we would need statistics so maybe that would be one for next year. 


LTC is scheduled for the end of April so we should fill out our registrations for the meeting, book our rooms and flights.  


Tim said the ANI hotel registrations would be available for booking beginning January 24th, 2007.  Every one who is planning to attend should book early because it fills up fast.  


Attracting new members still seems to be an issue.  Wayne has sent Tim a list of our current members, with employers so we can try and figure out what hospitals in our area have no members.  We are going to try and crosswalk Wayne’s list with a hospital listing and see if we can attract some of the hospitals we do not have.  Hopefully it will benefit us for the next year.  Also was discussed sending some registrations randomly to hospitals we know do not have any attendees, just to Attention: Business Office Manager or CFO.  We have to get them to attend to even think about getting them to join.

New Business:


2007-2008 Slate of Officers that will be presented at the meeting tomorrow.  Every officer from last year will continue for the second year and Sharon Alfano is moving into the treasurer’s position.  First year board members that will be presented are Greg Wright - SIH, Kathy Wolsing - Franklin Hospital and Jennifer Venable from SMGSI. 


Policy for timely filing:  We already introduced a $25 fee for late registrations but now we are having problems with people registering and attending but not paying upon attendance.  We are going to change our policy to be payment due upon registration but no later than the day of the event.


2006-2007 Education Awards:  Membership Growth & Retention for 2006 was 194 and for 2007 we are at 193.  We would need 6 more members by the end of May to get a bronze.  Certification Award:  Southern Illinois would need 4 more certified members to get an award.  The chapter will try and push certification next year. Education:  The education award may be more difficult for us to get this year because of the November meeting being only a half-day.  We had the ice storm and adjourned it for safety of speakers and attendees.  It was discussed to maybe do a special meeting of a half-day if we could figure out a hot topic and try and make up some of our hours.  It was decided that the chapter would offer it at a low price and try to schedule some time in April 2007.   Tim Bartels, Tim Bushur and Tammy Simonton are going to put some topics together to see what they can come up with. 


Tim will be sending out a vote via e-mail to all members to incorporate with Nationals.  We are already incorporated in Illinois but National has also requested it, which should help with reporting.  Tim will discuss at the lunch tomorrow with all members.  


Tim is going to check on a Cardinal box for the meeting in August for our social event the evening before.  He is going to get prices for just the box and then for the box with food and drinks included.  We may have to reserve a bigger block of rooms at the Four Points if all goes as planned. 

Carmen Trump made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 5:15pm with a second by Vera Davenport.
