Board Meeting Minutes

March 14th, 2007

Call to order:


Tim Bartels, President, called the meeting to order at 3:30pm.

Board Members Present:


Vera Davenport, Mike Kasser, Kathy Wolsing, Tammy Simonton, Kim Alvis, Jennifer Venable, Greg Wright, Tim Bushur, Jackie Johnson and Jim Johnson.  This meeting was also attended by Pam Burns, our Regional Executive for the year 2007.

Secretary’s Report:


Mike Kasser moved to accept the minutes from the January 17, 2007 meeting, with a second by Tammy Simonton.

Treasurer’s Report:


Mike Kasser presented the treasurer’s report.  For the balance sheet as of Feb 2007 there was still $100 out in receivables that is expected to be collected by the end of March.  There was $3300 out in prepaid expenses, which was mostly made up of the cardinal tickets that the chapter had purchased for the August 2007 networking meeting.  The chapter is behind budget for the year, partly due to the fact that it was voted to change the scholarship fund from $1000 to $2000.  Carmen Trump made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report with a second made by Vera Davenport.

Committee Reports:


Program Committee:  There are 105 registered for the March 15th meeting.  It is one of the biggest regular meetings the Southern Illinois Chapter has ever had. 

Membership Report:
There was no membership report.   Tim stated an e-mail was sent out to all members stating if you were able to get a new member to join from January 1st to April 30th, 2007 you would be entered into a drawing for a free cardinal ticket to the August social event.  

Sponsorship Report:  There are three sponsors for March 15th 2007 meeting, BKD, Medical Recovery Specialist and Crowe Chizek. 

Old Business:


Yerger Awards:  Mike is going to do one on the Assistant Treasurer position.  Mike may also look at doing one for using credit cards as a payment option, especially since we had 26 people pay for the March 15th meeting by credit card.  Southern Illinois is going to check signing up via e-mail or website.  Tim is going to look back at the August social to see if there would be a possibility of a Yerger there.  Vera is writing a Yerger for the strategic planning that she did for the May meeting last year and she will also look at the possibility of an educational one.


LTC:  Everyone was reminded to register for LTC as soon as possible.  The Southern Illinois Chapter was selected by National to display our Yerger award on certification with “Who Wants to be a Hundredaire”.  Mike Kasser will be doing the display for our chapter.


Policy for Timely Payments:  Mike thinks we need a written policy for timely payments.  Pam suggests getting in touch with other chapters and having them bring any policies they may have to LTC, for a comparison.  It was also agreed that the board needs to explain to the membership why we need timely payments.  For example: the fact that we have to give a head count for meals.  Mike will work on a policy to present at the meeting in August, 2007.


April Special Meeting:  Tim has set up a special half day meeting on Upfront Collections, to be presented by Roger Wiess from CACI, on April 24th.  It will be held at the Four Points Sheraton in Fairview Heights for $25 per person, member or nonmember.  There will be no charge difference between member and nonmember for this meeting.  Tim is going to include some physicians’ offices on the mailing list for this meeting.  


Cardinal Game:  Southern Illinois HFMA has purchased a party box for $82 per ticket for the Thursday evening before the August 10th, 2007 meeting.  The price includes the pretzels, beer and soda.  Tim is in the process of offering sponsorships in order to provide additional food.  Transportation options are $5 if we leave from the mall via shuttlebus or approximately $10 if a private bus to depart from the Four Points.  We have bought 40 tickets already, can pick up an additional 10 but we are capped at 50.  The tickets will cost each member $60 and the remainder will be covered by the chapter or sponsorships.  Tim will send out an e-mail to the members and they will be required to send a check or credit card to Mike on a first come first serve basis.  Each member must be a current member with dues paid.


Program Chair:  Kim stated that since the program chair needs to stay the evening before the meeting would we possibly look at the chapter paying for the room if the program chairs’ employer will not.  Vera stated that she thought we had already voted yes on that at a previous meeting but she would look back in her minutes to verify.  

New Business:


Kim inquired as to what it would  take to get some CPU credits.  She recommended that  we look at being able to offer credits for AHIMA members.  We believe it cost $150 to fill out a sponsor application.  There was discussion held on whether Southern Illinois should co-sponsor a meeting with AHIMA, so we the program committee will investigate it further.  Mike made a motion to give authority to the program committee to review our options and determine if it would be beneficial for the chapter to spend the money on the application, Tim Bushur seconded.


The strategic plan was e-mailed to the board for review to be voted on at this meeting.  Tim Bushur made a motion to accept the strategic plan as presented and it was seconded by Carmen Trump. 

The meeting was adjourned at 5pm with a motion made by Tammy Simonton, seconded by Vera Davenport.
