

Thursday, August 9, 2007

Call to order:


Kim Alvis, President, called the meeting to order at 3:05pm.

Board Members Present:

Review of Agenda and Minutes:


No revisions to the Agenda or the Minutes were noted.  Motion made by Greg Wright to accept as written, seconded by Sharon Alfano.  Motion passed.

Treasurer’s Report:


Treasurer’s Assistant, Mike Kasser, passed out copies of the Balance Sheet as of May 31, 2007 and FY 2007 Budget-FY 07 P&L statement.  The Cardinal Baseball Game Social Event came in very close to the loss that was originally projected.  LY Balance Sheet and all other information needed by National has been sent and filed with National.  There have been no Sponsorship monies received as of yet.  Tim reported the Sponsorship letters were just sent out this week.  Accounts receivable for the amount of $100.00 from Nashville Hospital was voted on and the decision to write this off was agreed upon.  Motion made by Carmen Trump and seconded by Jim Johnson.  Motion carried.  Motion to accept the Budget was made by Jennifer Venable and seconded by Vera Davenport.  Motion carried.  
Program Committee:


Attendance for the August 10, 2007 meeting stands at 63 members and 4 speakers, giving us a total of 67 attendees.  Medical Recovery Specialists is our Sponsor for today’s meeting.  For September we have Day Egusquiza coming and need the board to approve her speakers’ fee of $1500.00.  A motion to accept was made by Kim Alvis and seconded by Greg Wright the motion carried.  Because of her availability the meeting in September will begin at 8am instead of the normal 9am.  For the November meeting the planning committee has asked for approval to have Junga present, her speaking fees are $1,000. and our limit on the amount that can  be accepted without Board approval is this amount.  This information will be forwarded to the Team Lead.  Nonetheless a motion to accept the expense for November was made by Carmen Trump and seconded by Jim Johnson, the motion carried.


It was announced that National is having a workshop “Good to Great” for Program Chairs on October 17-18th at Rosemont and O’Hare.  All housing, food, etc. is covered, but transportation will be the responsibility of the Chapter.
Membership Committee:


Wayne Corzine, Membership Chair, shared a report of current membership.  At this time we are at 210 members.  July’s report from National has not been sent, yet, but will be out shortly.  The question was asked about what we do for new members; new members are sent a welcome package containing the membership handbook, a 2-page welcome recognizing the Board members and a schedule of meetings.
Sponsorship Committee:


Tim Bartels, Sponsorship Chair, informed the Board the letters went last week.  As it stands right now we have Crowe-Chezek as a Gold Sponsor and Commerce Bank as a Bronze Sponsor.
Old Business:


An email was sent out to all the members of the Southern Illinois Chapter HFMA for approval of an increase to the program fee, the fee was proposed to be changed from $100 to $125.  The proposal was approved unanimously by the members.  

The website is in the process of being updated.


Tomorrow at Lunch the membership will vote on the By-Laws that were re-written due to the incorporation through National.

New Business:


It was reported that we received 5 awards at ANI this year, 3 Yergers were written and all 3 were awarded, we received a Silver Award for Member Growth and for Retention.  The awards will be presented at lunch tomorrow, August 10th.


The Scholarship application is being revised but will not be done until September.  The question was asked if we want to send out the application as it is or wait until September.  The response was we would wait.  The students don’t receive the award payment until January.  ;

Kim Alvis, President, presented a Program Policy to the Board.  It contains the guidance on Registration Fees, Waiver of Registration Fees, Registration Refunds, Late Fees, Expense Reimbursement and the Program Budget.  The policy will be accessible on the Website.  It was asked if possibly the $ amount of the budget be included.  A motion to accept the policy was made by Carmen Trump and seconded by Sharon Alfano.


Kim Alvis, President, covered the statistical areas on the Balanced Score Card, which is required by National for each year’s reporting.  She stated that this requires several peoples input and that this will probably be a Board function from now on.

Yerger possibilities were discussed and we can only report at the maximum of 4.  Some ideas include: New webpage, scholarship application and policy, March Extravaganza, sharing of the Certification theme show, the Cardinal Game social event.  


The Fall President’s meeting is coming up on September 17 & 18 I San Antonio, Texas, Kim Alvis and Vera Davenport will be attending.


A motion was made to adjourn the meeting by Carmen Trump and seconded by Sharon Alfano so moved the meeting adjourned at 4:25pm.
