Call to Order

Approval of Minutes from Last Meeting


The minutes from last meeting were discussed.  Included was a note addressing the Audit Report.  Carmen reported that National does not need us to file a formal report addressing the Audit Committee’s findings.  Mark motioned to approve the minutes from the last meeting and Rose seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report

Tim distributed the YTD P & L and Balance Sheet for the 2009-2010 year.  A money market account was obtained instead of a CD for savings.  The old bank account has not been closed yet as Tim was waiting to make sure the credit card transactions were hitting the new account.  They are and Mike will close the old account soon.  Sponsorships are doing well this year as already being above plan.  The August meeting expenses were very low contributing to a high margin.  Jennifer motioned to accept the Treasurer’s Report and Carmen seconded.
Committee Reports

Program – Jennifer discussed the October meeting and stated that contact was made with all speakers and all is in order with the hotel for the setup.  There were 56 registered so far and six speakers.  Elaine spoke of the upcoming December meeting.  She is in need of speakers.  Jennifer and Sharon will give her a listing of speakers obtained from LTC.  The December date has been an issue with getting speakers.  In the future we need to avoid December because of this.  Dates for the 2010-2011 year need to be booked soon.  Jennifer will check into meeting space at various hotels in Fairview.  We will stick with meetings at SIH, Mt. Vernon Holiday Inn, and Fairview Heights.
Membership – Wayne sent the Membership report by email to all Board members.  The current count of members as of September 30, 2009 is 186.  Our goal per the scorecard is 205.  Sharon made a motion to accept the Membership Report and Vera seconded.
Sponsorship – As of October 27, 2009 we have received $10,800 in sponsorships.  Tim Bartels also gave Tim Herberts two more sponsorship checks today.  We are well above plan.  Having the Board send out letters to their personal contacts had really helped recruit sponsors this year.  Sponsors will be acknowledged during our first combined session at tomorrow’s meeting.  

Website – Kim Alvis has been maintaining the website.  We need to remember to forward new information to Kim to be posted.
Old Business

Carmen sent out a new policy on employment ads.  Elaine made a motion to accept the new policy and Mark seconded.  The scholarship policy was discussed again as what is defined as “active member”.  It was agreed that the policy will be restated to say “active in the prior year as determined by the Board.”

New Business

LTC dates for the 2010-2011 year are April 18-20, 2010.  It is in Phoenix, Arizona.  At the Fall Presidents meeting it was said that the LTC sessions will be changed somewhat to give officers more of an idea of their duties at each chair level.  CFO attendance and participation was discussed.  It is an issue across the board on how to get CFOs involved.  Certification was also pushed at the Fall President’s meeting.  There are a few members that we knew of that will be taking the certification test soon.
Education hours were addressed again.  Other HFMA chapters are using webinars to get education hours.  We have been asked to join a group that will put out webcasts and we will get our member hours and other chapters will get their member hours.  We also need to read our Bylaws every year to make sure they are still current and no changes need to be made.
Carmen has some awards to hand out but will wait until the March meeting to distribute.  Our chapter needs to submit Yergers this year.  We didn’t submit any last year.  Our sponsorship dollars this year could be an option.  Having the Board send out personal letters to their contacts increased our sponsorship dollars.  We may need to look at rewriting our applications that were submitted in the 2007-2008 year that were not accepted.
The Fall President’s meeting for the 2010-2011 year is August 29-30, 2010 in San Francisco.  It is our year to host and Mike is putting the meeting together.  It will be held at the Marriott.  The last three chapters to host will be sending us information on how much they spent on hosting this meeting so we will know how much to budget next year.

We were reminded that Regional Executives get free registration to our meetings and we should pay for their stay.  Carmen will check whether Board members are included in this.  It was discussed that this may not be the case.

Vera motioned to adjourn at 5:36 PM and John seconded.
